Recently, the South Carolina Baptist Convention announced that the South Carolina Baptist Ministries for the Aging was contemplating selling the Martha Franks and Bethea Retirement Homes. While many residents and South Carolina Baptist find this news distressing, several factors have precipitated this decision. First, health care is rising and it would take an estimated thirty to fifty million dollars in the next decade to meet the needs of these facilities. With denominational giving decreasing, the resources to meet future needs are doubtful. 








Second, with around thirty-seven ministers and/or spouses inhabiting these homes, this is a small percentage of the one hundred seventy Southern Baptist retired ministers and/or spouses living in assisted-living and nursing care facilities. Also, seventy-five retired ministers and/or spouses are receiving monthly assistance of forty dollars through the convention for assistance with food, medicine, and other essentials. Even though our institutions are providing a great service to their nursing care residents, a larger number of aging South Carolina Baptist are receiving limited services. These saints are having to make critical decisions that can be alleviated under a newer model for aging care ministry.








Finally, if the SC Baptist Convention announced it would retain these two nursing facilities, it would take a generous gift of sixteen million dollars to eliminate any indebtedness for each upcoming year. This figure does not include any increase for possible inflation. By incurring such an annual debt, valuable resources would be squandered that could be used for evangelism and missions. It would incur the spiritual debt of lost souls.








Although this news may upset many South Carolina Baptist, it is a loud call to God for more responsible stewardship. Stewardship is both money and personal commitment. It is the responsibility of every church and Christian to be more evangelistic as well as mission-minded. Therefore, let us commit to sharing Christ more through our personal and professional lives.
