            What Makes a Church Effective?








When I was in seminary, I was introduced to  many standards of measure for the local church. One such standard was the common measure of attendance and receipts. If a church had growing worship and Sunday School attendance combined with increasing revenue supplies, then the church was deemed successful. A Biblical support for such success comes from Matthew 6:21, “For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” (NIV)





Another standard for measuring a church's success is through a church’s missional giving. While many churches boost of large attendance and huge buildings, they must continue to create an appropriate atmosphere to maintain a stable flow of people and revenue to sustain their ministry. Yet, many congregations are so focused inwardly that they forget about the unchurched and unsaved people in their communities as well as the world. Jesus left his disciples with The Great Commission which states, “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations” (Matthew 28:19a) (NIV). Churches must reach beyond their walls to a lost world.





Yet another criterion for measuring church success will be pastor popularity. While every ordained pastor should engage his congregation and the community where they reside, his calling is to primary preach and expound upon Biblical truths found in the Bible. However, too many pastors have forsaken Biblical truth for popularity. The Apostle Paul reminded Timothy that such a phenomenon would come by stating, “(T)hey will gather around them in a great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear.” (2 Timothy 4:3b) (NIV)





The true effective measures of any church is the application of sound Biblical truths applied within the congregant’s life. If a pastor preaches a well researched, doctrinally sound sermon but nothing changes within a believers daily life, the church has failed. In a world where many churches focus on entertainment rather than sound doctrine, more pastors need to preach Biblical truth. The Bible should dictate culture rather than culture controlling the pulpit.
